RESTORATIVE PRACTICES

Restorative practice is a set of principles and practice
that encourages children to take responsibility for their
behavior by thinking through the causes and
consequences.

‘In a rules-led system, the tendency is for the teacher to
tell the child what they’ve done wrong, and how they’re
going to pay for it — for instance, by sending them out of
the classroom if they’re disrupting the lesson,” says
Chris Straker, a former headteacher and interim Chief
Executive Officer of the Restorative Justice Council.
‘The problem with this system is that children don’t
learn about the responsibility they had in that situation
and how it affected other people, because an adult has
intervened and told them what they’ve done wrong.’

Restorative practice, on the other hand, involves helping
the child think through their behavior, its consequences
and what they can do to make it better.

‘It’s all about developing, maintaining and repairing

relationships, building a community based around

empathy and self-learning, where children take
responsibility for their behavior,” Chris says.

Restorative practices center around a set of key

questions that help children think about their behavior

and understand how they can correct it:

e  What happened?

e What were you thinking and feeling at the time?

¢  What have you thought about it since?

Who has been affected and in what way?

¢ How could things have been done differently?

e  What do you think needs to happen to make things
right?

For example, Max has hurt Sam in the playground. They

sit down together with a teacher, who helps Max think

through the above questions:

e What happened? ‘I tripped Sam up in the
playground.’

e  What were you thinking and feeling at the time?
was angry because he laughed when I fell over
playing football.”

e  What have you thought about it since? I’m still
cross that he laughed but 1 feel bad that he got hurt.’

e Who has been affected and in what way? ‘Sam
grazed his knees and it made him cry. He had to stop
playing football because it hurt too much.’

¢ How could things have been done differently? ‘7
could have told Sam that I was angry that he
laughed at me and asked him not to. I could have
walked away and found someone else to play with.’

¢ What do you think needs to happen to make things
right? ‘I need to say sorry to Sam and try not to lose
my temper next time.’

PRACTICAS RESTAURATIVAS

La practica restaurativa es un conjunto de principios y
practicas que alienta a los nifios a asumir la responsabilidad
de su comportamiento al analizar las causas y
consecuencias.

"En un sistema basado en reglas, la tendencia es que el
maestro le diga al nifio lo que ha hecho mal y cémo lo va a
pagar, por ejemplo, envidndolos fuera del aula si estan
interrumpiendo la leccion ", dice Chris Straker, ex director
y director ejecutivo interino del Consejo de Justicia
Restaurativa.

"El problema con este sistema es que los nifios no aprenden
acerca de la responsabilidad que tenian en esa situacion y
cémo afectd a otras personas, porque un adulto ha
intervenido y les ha dicho lo que hicieron mal". La practica
restaurativa, por otro lado, implica ayudar al nifio a
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reflexionar sobre su comportamiento, sus consecuencias y
lo que pueden hacer para mejorarlo.

"Se trata de desarrollar, mantener y reparar relaciones,
construir una comunidad basada en la empatia y el
autoaprendizaje, donde los nifios asumen la responsabilidad
de su comportamiento”, dice Chris.

Las practicas restaurativas se centran en un conjunto de
preguntas clave que ayudan a los nifios a pensar sobre su
comportamiento y a comprender cémo pueden corregirlo:

* {Que paso?

* ;Qué estabas pensando y sintiendo en ese momento?

» ;Qué has pensado al respecto desde entonces?

» ;Quién ha sido afectado y de qué manera?

+ ; Coémo se podrian haber hecho las cosas de manera
diferente?

* ;Qué crees que tiene que pasar para que las cosas estén
bien?

Por ejemplo, Max ha lastimado a Sam en el patio de recreo.
Se sientan junto con un maestro, que ayuda a Max a
analizar las preguntas anteriores:

* ;Que paso? "Hice tropezar a Sam en el patio de recreo”.
* ;Qué estabas pensando y sintiendo en ese momento?
"Estaba enojado porque se rié cuando me cai jugando al
futbol".

» ;Qué has pensado al respecto desde entonces? "Todavia
estoy enfadado porque se rid, pero me siento mal por haber
salido lastimado”.

+ ;Quién ha sido afectado y de qué manera? "Sam le rozo
las rodillas y eso lo hizo llorar. Tuvo que dejar de jugar al
futbol porque le dolia demasiado ".

+ ; Cémo se podrian haber hecho las cosas de manera
diferente? "Pude haberle dicho a Sam que estaba enojado
porque se ri6 de mi'y pedirle que no lo hiciera". Podria
haberme alejado y encontrar a alguien mds con quien
Jjugar ",

» ;Qué crees que tiene que pasar para que las cosas estén
bien? "Necesito pedirle perdon a Sam e intentar no perder
la calma la préxima vez”.
